fruit, vegetables, meats, bones,
seeds, pits shellfish

rice, pasta, dairy, eggs, household grease,
baked goods eggshells bacon fat, cooking oil
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coffee filters, paper plates, cups paper bags made of
tea bags 100% natural fibres

pizza boxes (must
be cut into pieces)

food-soiled papers,
paper towels

wooden toothpicks,
chopsticks, skewers

organics are picked up every week: 22 kg (50 Ibs) per bin



Recycle:

Up to 10 bags or cans of yard waste and 2 bundles of sticks

may be put out once per month. Yard waste includes leaves and
plants and must be in large compostable bags or reusable,
labelled cans, no larger than 77L. Individual sticks in the bundle
may be up to 2 inches in diameter, and each bundle no more
than 2.5 feet in diameter and 3 feet long. Bundles of sticks must
be tied with cotton string and not exceed 50 Ibs/22 kg in weight.

Glass and Yard Waste can also be dropped off at Bings Creek.
