Voter Eligibility
You are eligible to vote as a resident elector if you meet the
following requirements:
e 18 years of age or older on general voting day;
e a Canadian citizen;
e a resident of BC for at least six months immediately
before the day of registration;
e aresident of Duncan on the day of registration; and
e not be disqualified under the Local Government Act, or
any other enactment, from voting in a local election.

If you own property in the City of Duncan but live in another
jurisdiction, you may be eligible to vote as a non-resident
property elector. Please visit www.duncan.ca for more
information on eligibility requirements and registration.
